PROGRAM GUIDELINES

for full-time study related to real estate, at the following four-year State of Michigan educational 
institutions:

    THE UNIVERSITY OF MICHIGAN 
 
CoreNet Global-Michigan Chapter Board Members will administer this scholarship program. 
CoreNet Global is a worldwide professional community for mission-critical knowledge to 
enhance professional advancement and enterprise success for corporate real estate. 
The organization seeks to involve and assist the private sector in expanding educational 
opportunities in real estate related fields.  Awards are granted without regard to race, color, 
creed, religion, age, gender, disability, or national origin. 
 
ELIGIBILITY 
 
Applicants to the CoreNet Global-Michigan Chapter Scholarship program must be: 
 

• College sophomores, juniors, and seniors who are already enrolled in a full-time 
undergraduate course of study and graduate level students who are already enrolled or 
planning to enroll in a full-time graduate course of study, at the above accredited 
Michigan four-year colleges and universities for the 2007-08 academic year. 

 
• Majoring or concentrating in real estate related studies. 

 
AWARDS 
 
If selected as a recipient, the student will receive an award of $2,000.    Awards are for 
undergraduate or graduate study and are one time only. 
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APPLICATIONS 
 
Interested students must complete the following application requirements and either mail or e-
mail them to the CoreNet Global Michigan Chapter, 4840 North Adams #150, Rochester, Mi 
48306, e-mail address: paarwady@comcast.net prior to midnight on November 15, 2007.  
Application material sent via mail must be postmarked no later than November 10, 2007 
 
 

• Write an essay that answers the following essay question: 
 
 
“Sustainability continues to be a topic of discussion at all levels, including the 
Federal government.  What sort of solutions would you recommend to support 
sustainability in the real estate market?  How would you ensure that the 
sustainability goals being addressed are providing value to both the corporation 
employed by as well as the community? 

 
 

• Essay submissions must be double-spaced and not exceed two pages in length using a 
12-point font. The essay question and name of applicant must be at the top of the 
written essay.  The essay must be in Word format or PDF document. 

 
• Submit a current, complete official transcript of grades sent to Corenet Global-

Michigan Chapter directly by the school. Grade reports are not acceptable. Online 
transcripts must display student name, grade and credit hours earned for each course, 
and term in which each course was taken. Unofficial, student held transcripts may not 
be sent. 

 
• Submit a current resume including work experience, demonstrated leadership, school 

and community activities, honors and statement of goals and aspirations 
 

Applicants will receive acknowledgment of receipt of their application. If an 
acknowledgment card is not received within three weeks of the due date, applicants may 
contact CoreNet Global-Michigan Chapter to verify that the application has been 
received. 

 
SELECTION OF RECIPIENTS 
 
Scholarship recipients are selected on the basis of the written essay, academic record, 
demonstrated leadership and participation in school and community activities, honors, and 
statement of goals and aspirations. 
 
CoreNet Global-Michigan Chapter Board will evaluate applicant essays. All applicants agree to 
accept the decisions of Corenet Global-Michigan Chapter Board as final. 
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Winning applicant will be notified in December of 2007. Only one applicant to the program will 
be selected as a recipient.  Students not receiving a scholarship may reapply to the program each 
year they meet eligibility requirements. 
 
 
PAYMENT OF SCHOLARSHIPS 
 
The payment is made in one installment by December 31, 2007. A check will be mailed to the 
recipient’s home address and will be made payable to the school for the student. 
 
 
OBLIGATIONS 
 
Recipients have no obligation to CoreNet Global-Michigan Chapter. They are, however, required 
to supply CoreNet Global-Michigan Chapter with a complete transcript at the end of the semester 
ending after receipt of the scholarship, and to notify Corenet Global-Michigan Chapter Board of 
any changes of address, school enrollment, or other relevant information.
